She also wrote The Not-So-Star-Spangled Life of Sunita Sen (Little Brown) an ALA Book for Reluctant Readers and the winner of the Christian School’s Association’s Lamplighter Award. Other titles include Rickshaw Girl (Charlesbridge), Secret Keeper (Random House), and First Daughter, a two-book series from Dutton. She enjoys visiting schools and libraries to discuss “books between cultures” and the life-changing power of story.
